The average American home
contains about 62 toxic chemicals
and generates over 25 pounds of
hazardous waste each year.

Breast cancer is the number one killer of women
between the ages of 35 and 54. Primary suspects
are laundry detergents, household cleaners, and
pesticides, According to a 15-year study
presented at the Toronto Indoor Air Conference,
women who work at home have a 54% higher
death rate from cancer than those
who work away from home. The
study concluded that his was a direct
result of the increased exposure to
toxic chemicals, many of which are
found in common household products.

Just because products are highly advertised
and the #1 sellers, don’t consider them safe.
According to the book, The Safe Shoppers
Bible, many common household products
contin known carcinogens (1L.e., cancer causing )

Carpet Cleaners - cause cancer and liver
damage. Chlorine - the chemical most
frequently involved in household poisonings.
Degreasers - damage lung tissues and dissolve
fatty tissue surrounding nerve cells. Drain
Cleaners - one of the most hazardous
products in the home.

- harmful fumes can irritate skin, eyes, and
respiratory system. Mold & Mildew
Removers - often contain an acute respiratory
irritant. Oven Cleaners - one of the most
dangerous cleaning products; can cause severe
damage to eyes, skin, mouth, and throat. Toilet
Bowl Cleaners - harmful to health simply
by breathing during use.
